(b) The purchase, exchange, lease, or value of real property, if the deliberation in an open meeting would 
have a detrimental effect on the position of the District in negotiations with a third person.  (Section 
551.072, Texas Open Meetings Act) 

(c) A contract for a prospective gift or donation to the District if the deliberation in an open meeting would 
have a detrimental effect on the position of the District in negotiations with a third person. (Section 
551.073, Texas Open Meetings Act) 

(d) Personnel matters involving the appointment, employment, evaluation, reassignment, duties, 
discipline or dismissal of a public officer or employee or to hear a complaint against an officer or 
employee. (Section 551.074, Texas Open Meetings Act) 

(e) Water system security procedures or devices. (Section 551.076, Texas Open Meetings Act) 

(f) Commercial or financial information that the district has received from a business prospect and to 
deliberate the offer or other incentives to a business prospect. (Section 551.087, Texas Open 
Meetings Act)
