
RESOLUTION NO. 2024-07R

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF WYLIE NORTHEAST SPECIAL
UTILITY DISTRICT OF COLLIN COUNTY, TEXAS, APPROVING A CYBER LIABILITY AND
DATA BREACH RESPONSE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN POLITICAL
SUBDIVISIONS OF THE STATE OF TEXAS TO FORM A JOINT SELF-INSURANCE POOL
TO BE NAMED THE TEXAS MUNICIPAL LEAGUE JOINT CYBER LIABILITY AND DATA
BREACH RESPONSE SELF-INSURANCE FUND; DESIGNATING AUTHORIZED
PURCHASERS; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Wylie Northeast Special Utility District (the "District") is a political subdivision
of the State of Texas created under authority Section 59, Article XVI, Texas Constitution, and
operating under Chapters 49 and 65 of the Texas Water Code; and 

WHEREAS, the District is authorized to contract with other local governments and state
agencies pursuant to the authority granted by Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code, the
Interlocal Cooperation Act; and

WHEREAS, the District satisfies the definition of a "governmental unit" authorized to
establish or participate in a self-insurance fund to protect the governmental unit and its officers,
employees, and agents from any insurable risk or hazard pursuant to Chapter 2259 of the Texas
Government Code; and 

WHEREAS, the Texas Municipal League (TML) Intergovernmental Risk Pool has formed a
joint self-insurance pool to be named the Texas Municipal League Joint Cyber Liability and Data
Breach Response Self-Insurance Fund (the "Fund") for the purpose of providing coverages against
risks which are inherent in operating a political subdivision, and in particular cyber liability and
data breach risks; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the District finds it to be in the best interests of the
District and its customers to mitigate cyber liability and data breach risks by approving the
attached Cyber Liability and Data Breach Response Interlocal Agreement (the "Interlocal
Agreement") to become a Pool Member of the Fund.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF WYLIE NORTHEAST
SPECIAL UTILITY DISTRICT THAT:

SECTION 1. Incorporation of Recitals. The findings and statements contained in the
recitals of this Resolution are incorporated herein by reference.

SECTION 2. Interlocal Agreement Approval. The attached Interlocal Agreement by and
between the District and other political subdivisions of the State of Texas is hereby approved, and
